- Alcohol related images (decanters, glasses, bottles etc)

- Animal fur or limbs (antlers, rugs, etc)

- Faux animal prints



• COLOUR

Correct warmth and ambience for the room
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• COMPOSITION

Well-balanced image: Good composition of 50% 
window shades and 50% furniture and props. 
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• FOCUS

Main focus is on the window shades
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• LIGHTING

Highlight on window shades and natural light in the  room
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• COLOUR

Avoid ambience which is too cold or dull. 

Pictures look less cheerful.
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• COMPOSITION

Composition should not be 80% furniture and 20% win dow shades.
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• FOCUS

Too many props and furniture clutter the picture. 

Window shades are hidden. 
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• LIGHTING

Window shades have too much backlights. 

Details appear smudged .
